e Town of German Flatts update: Mayor Leonard has sent a letter to Frank Spatto, Town of
German Flatts Supervisor, regarding the $3,000 funds toward youth activities. Mayor
Leonard also sent the Water Agreement to Mr. Spatto for his signature.

e Nixon Peabody: Attorney Rose is continuing to gather details and question charges
regarding the invoices from Nixon Peabody- the legal group that does the Village’s Bond
Anticipation Notes. There will be a need soon for a $300,000 bond to close out that project.
Treasurer Gagliardi is expecting this and there will be a need for legal representation form

Attorney Rose.

Duofold update: On Thursday, March 26" there will be a conference call with the Duofold
Attorney and several Village representatives. The DEC has completed some investigation of
the site and that will be updated.

Buyout program update: 44 properties have been approved for the buyout program. Mayor
Leonard has signed documents presented by Jessica Breiten for the final application.

Sewer drain: Supervisor Sterling was in touch with Jason Ballard regarding the Sewer Grant
Phase I. Mr. Ballard will email Mayor Leonard to place that out for bids the week of April 6"
to be due May 7" and presented to the Village Board at the May 13™ meeting. They are
anticipating starting the project in mid-June. Mayor Leonard also received a call from Scott
LaMountain regarding Phase |l of this project. Additional RFP will need to be released for
Phase Il. Mr. LaMountain is working with Treasurer Gagliardi to put this together.
